CLUB RULES

Membership Fees:

Membership Fees are due annually in October.  Any renewals not received within one month of the due date will result in admittance being refused until the full fee has been paid.

Attendance:

Please notify the Club Secretary or Membership Secretary if you are unable to attend training sessions for more than two weeks.  Members who are absent for more than four weeks without notifying the Club will be deemed to have left the Club and will be liable for a further membership fee on a return. Irregular/poor attendance at training sessions may result in the club having to review your membership, this is particularly important in the learn to swim groups as irregular attendance impedes progress and prevents new members from joining from a very long waiting list. 


Training Fees:

The Club expects all members to pay by monthly Standing Order.  If fees are not paid then swimmers may be refused admittance to training sessions. Please notify the Club Secretary in writing if you leave the Club to enable your place to be reallocated.  You are expected to give 30 days notice prior to leaving the Club. If written notice is not received then you will be liable for the fees up to when written notice was received.

Kit:
Swimmers must not leave their belongings in the changing rooms.  Please use the lockers provided or leave your kit with a parent.  Kit left in the changing rooms will be subject to removal by pool staff or committee members.  Children must also change in the designated changing areas.

Discipline:

Members who are disruptive or rude in either the pool foyer, changing rooms or on the coach (if travelling to a gala) will not be permitted to swim.  Members who are disruptive or rude once in the pool will be requested to immediately leave the pool. Repeated disruptive or rude behaviour may cause your membership to be rescinded.
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
